Impressed by Mahatma Gandhi, he went to villages and villages 

and campaigned for non-cooperation movement. During the Salt Satyagraha 

in 1930, after leaving government jobs, he joined the movement. For the third 

time in 1940, the personal satyagraha went to jail. In the Quit India Movement 

in 1942, you were again sentenced to two and a half years of rigorous 

imprisonment. Later he joined the Mazdoor Party. He became MLA and MP 



 
from undivided Madhya Pradesh.  you have continued to work for the 

advancement of agriculture and farmers. For the separate Chhattisgarh 

state, you are constantly engaged in the wake of the people. He was first 

dreamer of Chhattisagrhi state.
